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Abstract

In spring 2010, the Institutional Research Office administered the National Survey of Student Engagement (NSSE). The
survey was administered to our freshmen and senior populations. It also served as our senior survey for the class of 2010.
The NSSE is designed to measure both the time and effort students put into their studies, and their engagement in other
activities related to the college experience. This analysis aims to assess student learning outcomes through linking
specific questions to desirable student learning outcomes®. Desirable outcomes are classified into three categories:

e Variables That Describe Student Behavior: What Do Students Do?

e Variables That Describe Cognitive Outcomes: How Do Students [Think They| Improve?

e Variables That Describe Student Dispositions: What Do Students Care About?
